riparian habitat, wildlife and live-
stock production. We added
Dr. Manny Encinias as a livestock
specialist at the Clayton Livestock
Research Center, and funding was
won in the last legislative session
for a dairy specialist located at
the Agricultural Science Center
at Clovis.

We think similar support for an
Extension veterinarian is warranted,
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given that the general public,
producers and practicing veterinar-
ians need support as we face bio-
security and disease challenges.
We completed bio-security training
of agents, livestock inspectors and
other agency personnel recently
with support of the U.S. Depart-
ment of Homeland Security and
the New Mexico Office of
Emergency Management.

Drought is another complex
concern. Early spring moisture was
good for many poisonous plants,
which took a toll on livestock.
Producers are anxious to restock
their ranges, but we caution that
rangeland needs recuperation
time. We are attending as many
commodity meetings and fairs as is
feasible to maintain our ties with
producers.

Cross-college projects promoted at Leyendecker Field Day

The Leyendecker Plant Science
Center Academic Field Day attracted
administrators from all of NMSU’s
main campus colleges, Provost
William Flores and President Michael
Martin on July 28 to explore intercol-
legiate collaboration.

The field day featured a two-hour
wagon tour of projects conducted at
the center, with the first stop featur-
ing a three-college effort to develop
and market a mechanical chile thin-
ner. Several stops prompted ideas for
cross-college involvement including
studies on disposing of pecan prun-
ings economically without pollution.

President Martin shared his obser-

vations of NMSU in an address laud-
ing a university that was better than
its reputation, with a progressive aca-
demic team, community enthusiasm
for the university, a desire among fac-
ulty to create a better university, and
genuine opportunities to be better. He
said he expects agriculture to continue
being an important part of the univer-
sity’s mission, as the agricultural sector
Is growing faster than the overall state
economy.

Dean Jerry Schickedanz voiced his
support for a university-wide water ini-
tiative and mentioned food security
and human development as areas of
common interest with other colleges.

In addition, a medicinal herb gar-
den with about 40 species is
maintained for observation.

common crop in the region. In

a current trial, alfalfa varieties are
being evaluated when grazed
from fall to spring, a common
practice in north central New
Mexico.

Alcalde center research scien-
tists are beginning to study
regional agricultural systems in a
broader landscape, or agroecolog-
ical context. One project, in
cooperation with main-campus
researchers, is characterizing sur-
face water-groundwater interac-
tions between irrigation ditches
(acequias) and the river, including
the amount and fate of irrigation
ditch seepage.

The Alcalde center is also head-
quarters for Extension’s Rural
Agricultural Improvement and
Public Affairs Project (RAIPAP) and
Northern New Mexico Outreach
Project. Research and Extension
programs complement each other
to effectively serve our clientele.
